Students to be Served: 

The proposed program will directly affect 1,730 middle and alternative school students as well as additional high school students whose teachers participate in the training.  In addition, the program will serve up to 45 families and 60 adolescents in the evidence based Nurturing Parenting Skills “Parents and Adolescents” parenting and home visiting program.

Summary of Proposed Program/Initiative:

This proposal develops a middle school drop out prevention and student/family support effort incorporating AVID methodology and parenting skills. 

This proposal will support training Chatham County Schools middle school and high school teachers and counselors, middle and high school administrators, the nine district curriculum coaches, and the five district curriculum resource teachers in the use of AVID methodologies including Cornell note taking, organization, time management and study skills.  All students will learn and use the student success strategies, which will impact the overall school climate and reach students with dropout potential. 

AVID coordinators will provide follow up training in support of the programs’ goals. School administrators and AVID coordinators will ensure that teachers are implementing the best practices in their classrooms.

 As evidenced by survey results collected at the end of the 2009 school year, 80% of students will indicate that the AVID methodologies have helped improve their grades, 75% of parents will report that their students are more organized, and 80% of teachers will report that the use of AVID methodologies keeps students engaged in the learning process.

In addition, the program includes a strong parent component to address the need for parents to become part of their child’s educational success.  Partnering with the Chatham County Health Departments Family Resource Center, the Center will serve up to 45 families and 60 adolescents in providing the Nurturing Parenting Skills “Parents and Adolescents” program.  Parents and adolescents meet for three hours per session one time per week for 16 weeks.  Lay Education Advisors will then deliver follow up support and encouragement to both students and parents in the students’ homes.

The “Parents and Adolescents” program will be evaluated using the Adult Adolescent Parenting Inventory, the Family Social History Questionnaire and the Nurturing Skills Competency Scale.  Lay Education Advisors will track school performance with parents and adolescents and discuss how school performance can be improved.

Following the grant cycle, training and support for AVID methodologies will continue using existing school personnel and relying on a commitment by the school system’s administration.  Local resources, including the regional Rotary Club, are interested in continuing the Parents and Adolescents program.
