MINUTES
BOARD MEETING
April 6, 2005
Attendance Board Members:
Bill Lail, Chairman, Roy Siler, Barbara Burton and Elaine Doby. Others in Attendance:
Kelly Jolley, Jeff Beck, Jamie Dickens, Kathy Prince, Mack Herndon, Yesenia Espiricueta, and Patsy Harris.
WELCOME:
Bill Lail welcomed all Board Members and guests.
LAST MEETINGS MINUTES:
The minutes of the last meeting were reviewed. Minutes were approved. Motion made by Roy Siler and seconded by Barbara Burton. Show of hands was unanimous.
FACILITY REPORT:

Patsy Harris, FRC Coordinator, gave the facility report. See attached copy. Service forms and transportation issues were discussed. It was decided that any contact with clients, a service form should be completed. Kathy stated that transportation issues might have to be discussed in the future due to rising gasoline prices.
SMART START PROGRAM:
Bill Lail reported that there had been no change in the funding of this program. He reported that hopefully in the future there would be a change in the reporting data to reflect our numbers more accurately.
FAMILY PLANNING:
Bill stated that Family Planning is the largest program we deal with. Kelly Jolley and Yesenia Espiricueta are now working with this program. Kelly reported that staff is receiving training. She stated that 10 hours a week is devoted to outreach. They meet weekly on Thursday night to discuss strategy and to receive training. The workers have been going into the mobile home parks explaining the program and giving them packets. They are in the process of trying to get women in the mobile home parks to open their homes for meetings. The hostess will take training so she can continue the meetings and can conduct the meetings. Yesenia explained that when they visit a home they have them sign a form that they are interested in receiving information regarding the program. They then do a survey and give them brochures. The workers will provide transportation if needed.
CITIZENS CORP COUNCIL:
Mack Herndon is the worker that deals primarily with the Citizens Corp. He stated that the Citizens Corp Council had grown from 11 members to 34 members. Members on this Council are from Salvation Army, Highway Patrol, Chatham Hospital, Chatham County Schools, Chatham News, Townsend, Gold Kist, Siler City and Pittsboro Police Department, Council on Aging, DSS, Red Cross, and other agencies. A Citizens Corp Council meeting is scheduled for April 13 at FRC. He stated they continue to have drill meetings. A survey was sent out and members responded by stated that they felt more focus should be on Chatham County. He stated that the goal of the Citizens Corp is to make Chatham County a safer and more prepared place.
MEDICAL RESERVE CORP:
The Medical Reserve Corp goals are to develop and train volunteers to help in case of emergencies and to work with law enforcement, fire departments, etc. Churches are also to be involved. Kelly Jolley reported that training sessions continue to be held. Our 2nd annual volunteer orientation will be held April 16th. This will give volunteers a chance to introduce themselves, to get to know other volunteers and the program staff. See attached report.
CERT:
Jeff Beck works with the CERT Program and stated that presently there are 120 CERT members on five teams. Presently, Fearrington is the most active of any of the groups. He stated that in the future a full-scale disaster drill might be planned for the Fearrington Community. On April 21st Fearrington will be doing the community watch program with Capt. Joe Birchett. Jamie Dickens and Mack Herndon also man an office in the Fearrington Community two days a week. CERT continues to work with churches and training is planned in the near future. Jeff reported that the goals set at the beginning of the program have been met. See report attached.
AMERICORPS AND VISTA REPORT:
Kathy Prince stated that Jamie Dickens had joined the staff as a VISTA worker in January and Jeff Beck and Mack Herndon had joined in November. She stated that the VISTA workers are free for four years. She reported that she had just attended a supervisor's meeting at Carolina Beach. She said it was very informative. She stated that the VISTA workers received two trainings each year but more training is held in the community. CPR and defensive driving training classes are trying to be set up for the workers.
Kathy reported that we have 2 AmeriCorps workers this year. They stay busy doing outreach and providing transportation. Training is provided each month by AmeriCorps.
VOLUNTEER LIABILITY UPDATE:
Bill reported that work is being done to have Joe Hackney present to legislature a bill to have volunteers covered under liability insurance. He stated that MRC and CERT might also be included.
STUDENT CERT:
Mack Herndon and Jamie Dickens are working to get this program started in Chatham County Schools. Mack reported that they have been contacting members of the School Board to explain the program and to get their approval. He stated that he had received an e-mail from Norman Clark, School Board Member, stated that the felt this was a good program and he approved of the program. Mack stated that they may try to get the program started first in Jordan Matthews but their goal is to have Student CERT teams in every school in Chatham County, elementary and high school. The FRC Board voted to support the Student CERT Program. See brochure and report attached.
BUDGET REPORT:
Elaine Doby, Treasurer, gave budget report. Some of the line items were discussed. Ways were discussed on how to reduce some expenses. It was suggested that someone talk with other agencies to discuss their accounting system and to talk with Lisa Holt of Koonce, Wooten, and Haywood for ideas. It was decided that the Board would continue to look at line items.

No other business. The Board voted to adjourn the meeting. Motion made by Roy Siler and seconded by Elaine Doby. Show of hands was unanimous.
